ZONING CODE WORKSHOP: Following 3/3/2010 Village Board Meeting

The Village Board began the workshop at 8:55 p.m.  Swenson noted that the Plan Commission had made substantial changes to the code over the years.  Pfeifer presented a document she had prepared showing that unlike what was stated at a previous meeting that the code hadn’t been changed for 30 years, that in fact the zoning code had major revisions made 14 times since 1995.
Pfeifer started at the beginning of chapter 17 and indicated all of the corrections she found and suggested all monetary amounts in the code be pulled out and put in Resolution form.

The board then began the review of the zoning classifications and determined a definition was needed for Farm Dwellings in the A-1 (Agricultural) District.  In the R-2 (Residential ½ acre zoning) they recommended removing “boarders” from an allowable use.  They reviewed R4, R5a PUD, R5b PUD, RE-1, C-1, P-1.  The Shoreland Overlay District needs to be removed and Floodplain Storage District and General Floodplain District need to be added.
They will begin work on the B-1 district at the next workshop.  The workshop ended at 9:55 p.m.
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
