Recommended permitted uses to be deleted: Clubs, fraternities, lodges and meeting
halls; Essential services; Food lockers, excluding meat butchering and processing;
Newspaper offices and press rooms; Leave in Parking lots delete and ramps; 
Radio broadcasting studio; and Television broadcasting studio.

In the M-1 LIMITED INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT the typical uses to be eliminated are:
Building materials sales & storage yards; Cartage and express facilities; Cold storage
locker plants; Commercial laundries; Contractor’s offices, shops and yards; Distributors;
Essential services; Farm machinery sales and repair; Food locker plants; Lumberyard;
Leave in Manufacture and bottling of delete nonalcoholic beverages; and Tobacco
and toiletries.

There were no changes to the C-1 CONSERVANCY DISTRICT.

The only item to be deleted from permitted uses in the P-1 PARK/PUBLIC DISTRICT
is (b) Fairgrounds.

At the next Zoning Code Workshop the board will discuss the S-1 SHORELAND 
OVERLAY DISTRICT and Chapter 16 SHORELAND/WETLAND ZONING and would
 like the Village Engineer to comment on what areas the S-1 applies to in the village.
