	2.	Clerk:  Pfeifer stated the election went well with a 71.36% turnout and 49
			new registrants; the front door lock broke but was repaired Wednesday
			morning; the playground resurfacing from wood chips to rubber mulch
			was begun and anticipated to be completed in the next few weeks.

			Lartz reported this matter was before the Village Board in March and the 
			Village Board remanded the matter back to the Plan Commission.  Attorney
			Eric Larson was present at the March Plan Commission meeting to insure 
			proper protocol was followed in consideration of a modification to the 25 foot 
			setback.  No new testimony was heard and no information was considered
			other than the Village Attorney’s letter, which was requested as part of the
			original Plan Commission recommendation. The Plan Commission made
			changes to the CUP based on Village Attorney’s opinion, which were
			included in the final CUP which was reviewed and approved by the 
			Village Attorney.

			Johnson stated this matter has been before the Plan Commission many times
			since last year (July 2015 initial PC mtg.) and had two (2) public hearings
			(Nov. 2015 & Feb. 2016).

			Urbanchek stated the Plan Commission has done due diligence in reviewing
			this matter the many times (6) it has been before them.

			Lartz expressed his concern that Mr. Kirk had ample time to retain an
			attorney as this matter has been before the Plan Commission many times
			and before the board once in March.

	5.	Presentation by Fire Chief Kevin Keith regarding internship program.	LCFR INTERN
										PROGRAM
			Chief Keith gave information on the LCF&R internship program which is in
			conjunction with Madison Area Technical College and Waukesha County
			Technical College.  Up to 3 students/interns would be in the 2-3 year 
			program at any time.  During that period they would live at the Nashotah
			Fire Station and respond to Fire/EMS calls.  The benefits are a manned
			station 24/7 and dedicated part time LCF&R responders for a 2-3 year period.

			The LCF&R members and interns would be responsible for cleaning the
			fire station.  The village currently provides this service via a contractor
			at an annual cost of $1200/year which would be used to offset the 
			anticipated increase in utility costs due to increased use of the station.

	6.	Request for approval of Nashotah Fire Station remodeling to accommodate	NASHOTAH FIRE
			a training center and request a waiver of some/all building permit fees.	STATION
										1ST FLOOR
			Chief Keith reported the LCF&R would like to remodel portions of the 1st
			floor of the Nashotah Fire Station to make better use of the facility as a training
			center.  Keith stated all the work would be covered by an anonymous donation
			and money budgeted for same with an anticipated total cost of $25,000. The 
			proposed changes are:

			The front hall closet would be closed off and opened into the meeting room
			using the same doors.  The closet would be used to house the audio visual 
			equipment and training materials

			The kitchen wall abutting the meeting room would be moved back into the
			kitchen approximately 6 feet (up to the kitchen window).  This would allow
			for additional tables/desks in the meeting room.  The existing counter
			opening would be closed off but framed in for future installation of a sound
			deadening door/window/counter area.  They are still researching options
			for this.

			A table would be built in to the kitchen and be accessible from 3 sides allowing
			seating for 4 people. 
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			The window into the former chief’s office would be closed off, the ceiling fans	
			removed and used upstairs, and dimmable canned lights installed.

			To provide sound deadening, plastic sheathing would be put over the existing 
			wood floor to preserve same and then carpet squares would be installed on top. 

			The walls which are currently a bright red will be painted a more subdued color 
			more conducive to a classroom setting. 			

			At a later date a “mock training house” will be constructed in the southern
			three bay areas of the Nashotah Station.  This will be done in conjunction
			with the LCF&R and other area departments and will be available for year 
			round training. Costs will be covered by donations.		

			Lartz moved to approve the remodeling of the first floor of the Nashotah Fire
			Station as proposed by the LCF&R to accommodate a training center with
			the costs for same provided by the LCF&R and to waive the village portion
			of the building permit fees.  Second, Evenstad.
