Lartz moved to temporarily suspend enforcement of village ordinance Chapter 27 of the
municipal code against Karsten, Wolfgang and Anna Koch in exchange for dropping of
the civil rights claims and demand for damages by Karsten Koch, which will allow for 
Karsten’s temporary placement in his parents' home in Nashotah while the court considers
