		Attorney Eric Larson explained the Mudtech CUP was conditionally approved
		by the Plan Commission at their February 17th meeting subject to the opinion
		from the village attorney on the parking setback requirements and sent to the
		Village Board for approval.   The condition of approval was not satisfied, as the
		Village Attorney concluded that the 25’ parking lot applied, unless modified.  The
		 Village Board remanded the CUP back to the Plan Commission, therefore, as no 
		Plan Commission recommendation had been effectively made.  Attorney Larson
		explained that the matter was now before the Plan Commission the same as it
		 was 	at the previous Plan Commission meeting, after the hearing, awaiting Plan 
		Commission action.
		
		The applicant, Mudtech, requested a modification pursuant to Section 17.63 (3) of the 
		Village Code, from the parking lot setback requirements of the Village Code.  Section
		17.20 (3) (c) of the Village Code requires the parking lot to be located no closer than 25’ 
		to a residential district lot line or a street line opposite a residential district. The applicant,
		Mudtech, seeks to install a parking lot 5’ from the easterly property line.

C.	UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  

		Plan Commission members reviewed the modification request and determined 
		the	following:  Section 17.63 (3) of the Village Code allows the Plan Commission
		to grant a modification to the literal requirements of the ordinance if the Plan 
		Commission finds that the requirement(s) are not appropriate or necessary to 
		the proper regulation of the Conditional Use Permit, and where such modification 
		would not in the Commission’s opinion, have an adverse effect upon the 
		surrounding properties.  As to each of the two standards, the Plan Commission 
		finds as follows: 

		1) The requirements are not appropriate or necessary to the 
		proper regulation of the CUP.  The Commission finds that the standard is met 
		in this case for the following reasons:  a) the 25 foot setback would limit the ability
		of the user to provide adequate space for vehicle parking, vehicle maneuvering 
		and access to equipment and b) the intent is to protect properties.  The adjacent 
		residential property was originally zoned B-2, so imposing the 25’ setback is
		excessive and unreasonable.

		2)	As to the adverse impact of surrounding properties, the Commission finds 
		that this standard is met in this case because a) the proposed business will 
		provide an improvement to the otherwise vacant, unkempt house and yard
		and allow the maintenance of the facilities and yard so that it does not result
		in a blighted site, b) the property owner will provide a fence along the lot line 
		to mitigate the view to the parking area, c) the property owner will provide a
		fence along the lot line to reduce noise emanating from the site, and d) the 
		modification is consistent with the purposes of the ordinance, as this maintains
		the health, safety and welfare of the Village and its inhabitants, and it preserves
		property values; it does not adversely impact risks of fire or adversely affect
		access by public safety personnel and equipment or risks to public safety
		personnel, it does not create disturbance from one property to another whether
		by noise or other cause, or substantially interfere with the passage of light and
		air between buildings.

		Based upon the above findings of fact, McDaniel moved to approve the CUP
		with the reduction of the 25’ setback to a 5’ setback subject to the Village Engineer 
		putting the CUP in final form based on the directives given at the meeting and 
		when completed to forward the same to the Village Board for action on it at their
		next meeting.  Second, Sherer.
