VOICE VOTE:  Motion declared carried.  Hearing opened at 7:02 p.m.

Clint Johnson and Steve Gapp, MudTech owners, presented information on the
formation of their company 10 years ago stating they do asphalt and concrete
repairs and mudjacking.  They currently have 13 employees in addition to the 2 
owners.  They anticipate their business growing with a maximum of 23 employees
plus the 2 owners.  The property will be used to store their equipment and supplies,
equipment repair and maintenance, on site office, and residence for the owner, Clint 
Johnson.

Robert Francisco, W332N4524 Grace Court, asked about traffic to and from the site.

Jim Kirk, W326N4277 Regatta Court, owner of lots on Grace Court, voiced a concern
with the proposed parking of the MudTech trucks/equipment on the east side of the 
property abutting his vacant lot on Grace Court.

Plan Commission members had concerns about the lighting for the 4x8 sign and wanted
to ensure the light wash did not affect traffic on Highway 16 or abutting parcels.  They
also asked for clarification of materials that would be stored on the property and stated
the volume of the material should be limited. They also requested the storage bins 
opening should face the east rather than as shown on the site plan facing north.

The commissioners expressed concerns about the backup alarms on the vehicles and
asked that they have cutoff switches installed on the vehicles to disable the alarms
so as not to disturb neighbors when moving the vehicles on the property.

Hours of operation were discussed with the hours adjusted to 6:30 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.
M-F, Saturday 8:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. and closed Sundays.

Questions were raised regarding the drive on the west side of the property which is
partially on Dickten & Masch land.  The owners stated they were attempting to either
purchase the strip of land or obtain a permanent easement.  Village Engineer Tim
Barbeau stated he would have to research the code to see if an easement would be
allowed for the driveway.
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The site plan shows a 6 foot solid fence abutting Watertown Plank Road and running 
approximately halfway down the east side of the property with existing trees shown
on the last half of the property extending to the northern property line.

Jim Kirk expressed a concern about the possibility of equipment parked along the east
boundary being visible from his lot.

After discussion, the Plan Commissioners suggested a “board on board” fence be used
Rather than the solid wood fence that was proposed.  They also requested a “natural” 
barrier be installed within 1 yr. of approval of the CUP on the east side of the property
from where the fence ends up the northern property line.

Village Engineer, Tim Barbeau stated he had met with the engineer for MudTech and
informed him of the site plan deficiencies, i.e. need to show equipment storage and
parking areas, etc. and requested a revised site plan be submitted.

He also advised MudTech that they must submit proof that the house has not been 
unoccupied for more than 12 months as this would affect the CUP non-conforming
use request.
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Lartz asked if there were any further questions or comments and being none,
Welsh moved to close the Public Hearing.  Second, McDaniel.
