Bob Smith: concerned about mercury

Scott Tarmann: Civil/Environmental Engr. deals with soil and air restoration, said

some fact are correct and some are not, concerned about mercury emissions

Barb Reinders: handed out an article from John Reidl re. mercury emissions

Wes Nosek: rep. from Country Christian School handed out and read a statement
opposing the crematorium

Norm Eckstadt:  Red Circle Inn owner opposed the crematorium.
Mark Phillips:  against the crematorium due to unknowns on emissions

Ron Vezzetti:  why vote yes now

Craig Burkhart: Country Christian School parent pro-business but questioned the

emissions and wondered why we would consider putting it near a school and who

would monitor the emissions

Dave Rovin: questioned how this would affect the welfare and character of the village

and how this would fit in the village plan and is concerned about the health of the

residents and who would monitor the emissions

David Heinz: Pastor of Living Stone Bible Church concerned if people would not attend

his church services held at Country Christian School due to the crematorium

Joan Villavicencio:  read a letter opposing the location of the crematorium
Gerry Bradley:  dentist concerned over mercury emissions stated the machines used

are not safe

Jim Grossman:  concerned about property values

Gerry Fleisher: concerned about emissions, pollutants and health risks, radio isotopes which

are released in the atmosphere, property values and fire risks

Douglas Keiller:  why is it not being built in Hartland, what about clean up of emissions and

scrubbers should be installed

Jeff Spence: a business owner on School Road questioned what happened to the residuals

and stated it will go in the septic system and leach into the ground, we should stay a bedroom community

Andy Huss: kids will have to deal with this issue, not fair to parents to have to deal with this,

not good for the community

Ellen Maurer: property values will decrease, buyers are adept, and buyers will not want to buy near

one on an emotional level, you will have to disclose this when you list your property

Debby Needles:  wonders why the village is so desperate for this kind of revenue

Sandy Volkman:  why is it not in Hartland or Delafield, concerned about property values

plummeting, concerned it is near the school because the kids are going to want to know

what is going on in their

Lorna Anschuetz:  concerned about her dogs and pets being contaminated

Steve Traudt:  former Village Board and Plan Commissioner member stated property values

would definitely take a hit, the voice of village residents should be heard, does not think this
use of the property is allowed in the zoning code, it does not make sense, concerned about

the precedent this would set

Matt Hall:  shouted this is absolutely insane, doesn’t care about science, doesn’t trust the EPA

or any other government agency, said he has more chemicals in him from being in Iraq in the

army, concerned about getting more from the crematorium

Celeste Ortman:  concerned about the health risks

Louisa Self:  stated she submitted a petition with 150 signatures opposing the crematorium

and stated she was concerned about the health risks, the emissions, regulations, controls,

monitoring and air quality

Clerk/Treasurer Cynthia M. Pfeifer announced she had received petitions with approximately

150 signatures opposing the crematorium.

Clerk/Treasurer Cynthia M. Pfeifer proceed to read letters received from persons opposing

the crematorium.

Being no further comments, Lartz moved to close the public hearing.  Second, Gardner.
