Steve Gapp and Clint Johnson presented information on the intended use of the
property stating they have 12 employees during the regular season with less in
the winter.  They do pavement repairs, deep foundation work, water remediation,
and mudjacking.  They purchased the property so they can consolidate their
office and equipment on one site.  They have secured a permanent easement with
Dickten and Masch for ingress/egress on the west end of their property.  They are
currently working on a purchase agreement for the land with the permanent easement.

Jim Kirk, W326N4277 Regatta Court, stated he is concerned about selling his lot which
abuts the business property with vehicles parked close to his property line; he does not
feel this business meets the B-2 Zoning but should be in the M-1 Manufacturing zoning.
Jim also voiced his dislike of the color of the Mudtech vehicles.  He wants the debris
that was allegedly put on his property by a previous tenant on the Mudtech property to
be cleaned up by Mudtech.  He stated he would like a 10 foot wooden privacy
fence along the property line and possibly greenery.  He also stated he has 30 “stickers”
in his copy of the village zoning code depicting “in whole or in part” codes that he alleges
have not been met or examined for this business though he did not share them with
the Plan Commission at this time.

Kirk also questioned 17.20(3) regarding setbacks for businesses abutting residential
property.

Greg Wallenkamp, W332N4507 Grace Court, stated he wants parking requirements met
and trees by the proposed lot line fence.

Plan Commissioners and the Village Engineer asked for clarification on the types of
materials proposed to temporarily be stored on the property.   The materials are:  sand,
stone, recyclables, helical piles and rock anchors. Clarification was made
that the business start time would be 7a.m. rather than 6:45 a.m.  Monday through
Friday and 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. on Saturday with occasional use past 8 p.m. Monday
through Friday when returning from out of the area sites requiring longer travel times.
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Lighting was discussed and confirmed on the plan submitted that there would be very
little light emission off the property due to the type of lights being proposed.  Mudtech
also confirmed the sign light would be facing down rather than up.

Lartz asked for any additional comments and being no further comments, Lartz moved 
to close the public hearing.  Second, McDaniel.
